Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted
out,

when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord;
And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto you:

Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all things,
which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the

world began. Act 3:19-21

These apostles, under the power of the Holy Spirit,
stuck close to what the prophets had written,
they did not preach their own theology, their own philosophy .

What did the prohets write about?
The prophets wrote about the restoration of Israel,
the filling of Israel with Gods Spirit,
the coming alive of Israel and
of Jesus upon the throne of His father David ruling over the house of
Jacob, bringing this world , first into subjection and ultimately into
harmony with God.

That is God’s purpose and that was the purpose of pentecost.
If we don’t have that in pentecost, we have lost God’s message.
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
